BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Village Board will hold a public hearing for consideration of the Local Law on  August 16, 2016 at 6:45 pm at the Village Hall; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish notice of said hearing in the Mountain Eagle and to post copies of such notice in the manner provided by law.
