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Local Law Number 1 of 2016 
Amending Local Law No. 2 of the Year 2012

A Local Law for Flood Damage Prevention 
Be it enacted by the Village of Stamford as follows:

§ 1 – Amendment to Adopt New Flood Insurance Study and Flood Insurance Rate Maps 

Section 3.2 of Local Law No. 2 of 2012 is hereby amended to repeal Section 3.2 in its entirety and to adopt a new Section 3.2 as follows:

BASIS FOR ESTABLISHING THE AREAS OF SPECIAL FLOOD HAZARD
The areas of special flood hazard for the Village of Stamford, Community Number 360213, are identified and defined on the following documents prepared by the Federal Emergency Management Agency:

Flood Insurance Rate Map Panel Numbers: 


36025C0170E, 36025C0190DE


Whose effective date is June 16, 2016, and any subsequent revisions to these map panels that do not affect areas under our community’s jurisdiction.

A scientific and engineering report entitled "Flood Insurance Study, Delaware County, New York, All Jurisdictions” dated June 16, 2016.

The above documents are hereby adopted and declared to be a part of this Local Law.  The Flood Insurance Study and/or maps are on file at: 

Village Hall, Village of Stamford, 84 Main Street, Stamford New York 12167.  

§2 - Severability.

If any provisions of this local law are held to be unconstitutional or otherwise invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions of the local law shall remain in effect.

§ 3- Effective Date.

This local law shall take effect upon filing with the Secretary of State.

AJ Vamosy, SFD Chief presented quotes for new salvage tarps.  Garrison in the amount of $535.45, Tarps Now in the amount of $869.50 and Tarp Supply in the amount of $574.95 which does not include the 2 vinyl runners as the other quotes do because they are not available in a similar size. A letter was received from Evelyn Augusto on behalf of Sacred Heart Church asking for our permission to start a pedestrian crossing program. The board asked Nancy Milea to write a letter in response to her asking what the village liability would be and who would be responsible for this program.  A decision will be made after the letter has been answered.
