Old Business

The minutes of 6/16/16, 6/21/16, and 7/5/16 were approved with no corrections, additions or deletions.
Wayne Reynolds from Delaware County spoke to the board about the pending culvert project on South Delaware Street.  They are in the process of getting the permits.  Once the County has the permits they will be ready to start.  They need an agreement between the Village, Core of Engineers, and SHPO.  The following resolution was passed.
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The Mid Block Crosswalk was discussed after receiving further information from NYSDOT.  The Village Board decided not to contract with NYSDOT.
