Tomi Tompkins asked the board to hire a lawn care contractor or employee to aid in the cleanup of the vacant/unkempt residents within the Village.  The board tabled the discussion to await further information.

The Animal Control Law and the Noise Ordinance were tabled for further review of the latest changes.
The no parking law for South Delaware Street was adopted as follows:

Local Law 5 of 2016 to amend Local Law 2 of 1991:
Section 2e – 
South Delaware Street – No parking on east side in north bound lane 70 feet from intersection of Main Street.  No parking on west side of same street in south bound lane for a distance of 185 feet from intersection of Main Street to the north side. (See attached CAD drawing.)
