Deputy Mayor Bonhotal called the meeting to order at 7:04 PM. 
Old Business

The minutes of 5/17/2016 & 6/7/2016 were approved with no corrections, additions or deletions.
May Treasurer Reports were presented for informational purposes.
Budget Amendments were presented as follows:

Reid Golden made a motion to approve the budget adjustments, seconded by Maryann Dwyer.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes 

The no parking law for South Delaware Street was tabled for further review.
We received an update from the Department of Transportation on the mid-block crosswalk that the Sacred Heart Church was requesting.  The DOT has denied the church’s request, however stated we should clear the brush from the roads, repaint the crosswalk lines at the intersections and put up new signs.

Joe Hornbeck presented a proposal for the main street light upgrades.  After closer examination of the proposal a contradiction was found and the board would like to see a lighting model.  This was tabled until the workshop where someone from the company can come and speak with the board about the project.
NEW BUSINESS

Lucas Flachs presented quotes for a new chlorine analyzer.  Turnkey Control Solutions quoted $3,569.50 while USA Bluebook quoted $3,819.95.  Reid Golden made a motion to accept the quote from Turnkey Control Solutions, seconded by Darren Hanway.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
Lucas Flachs also presented quotes for a sludge conveyor.  Turnkey Control Solutions quoted $37,284.00 while BDP Industries quoted $42,750.00.  Reid Golden made a motion to approve the purchase from Turnkey Control Solutions, seconded by Maryann Dwyer.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
Two applications were presented to the fire department for Jennifer Navarette and Paula Schoonmaker.  They both passed arson checks.  Reid Golden made a motion to approve both, seconded by Darren Hanway.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
The fire dept. submitted a quote for marching uniforms.  The board tabled the quote indefinitely.
James Milea submitted his monthly report for animal control.  Reid Golden also asked James to look into the rules and regulations of putting in a dog park within the Village.

Tomi Tompkins submitted his monthly report for code enforcement.  

There was a discussion on the property at 31 Lake Street.  The board told Tomi to use the blighted building law which is already in place and move forward with the process.  Nancy will also ask Linda to see if there is any grant monies for the demolition of the building.

The Stamford Fire Dept. submitted an application to use Archibald Field for the Fireworks on July 30, 2016.  Reid Golden made a motion to approve the application, seconded by Darren Hanway.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
A second application was submitted from Pop Warner for the Archibald Field for cheer practice.  The application was tabled for further review.

Nancy Milea asked the board’s permission to run additional programs at the Village Pool this summer such as Water Aerobics.  The board liked the idea and gave permission to continue with plan of activities as long as proper procedures such as insurance are taken into account.

Joe Hornbeck presented a quote from Bobcat in the amount of $51,114.20 for the new compact track loader which the Village received a Robinson Broadhurst Grant in the amount of $42,000.00.  Reid Golden made a motion to approve the purchase, seconded by Darren Hanway.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes 
Joe Hornbeck also presented a Paving Overview for 2016 totaling the amount of $65,073.17.  We received a grant in the amount of $25,000.00 from Robinson Terrace and we will receive funding from Chips in the amount of $40,073.17 to offset the costs.  Reid Golden made a motion to accept the overview, seconded by Maryann Dwyer.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes   
Joe brought up the lighting at the tennis courts.  It was discussed last year about putting in coin operated meters for the lights.  Joe found this method quite expensive and was asking for different solutions.  It was discussed maybe a timer or motor sensors.  At this time Joe will get the lights back on and look into grant funding for redoing the park lighting.
