Mayor Hinman called the special meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Shelly Johnson from Delaware County Planning Department came and spoke with the board about our lack of a planning board for the village and our obligation to have such a board.  The Delaware County Planning Board is going to help us by starting the process of three things.  1) Writing up a creative ad to inspire village members to join the planning board. 2) Develop a local law to allow for property owners within the village to also be considered for the planning board. 3) Writing a local law amendment for the zoning law to give the board of trustees the power to review and approve site plans officially, making the planning board an advisory board. Shelly will be in touch throughout the process.
The Animal Control Law and the Noise Ordinance were tabled for further discussion and changes.

RESOLUTION # 12 of 2016
RESOLUTION SCHEDULING A PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED LOCAL LAW
At a regular meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Stamford, held at the Village Hall in said Village, County of Delaware and State of New York, on the 7th day of June, 2016 at 7:00pm, there were present: Joan Hinman, John Bonhotal, Darren Hanway and Maryann Dwyer.

The Village of Stamford offered the following resolution and moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stamford has proposed Local Law 5 of 2016 which is an amendment to Local Law No. 3 of 1991, A Local Law Regulating Parking in the Village (as amended by subsequent local laws), to establish additional “No Parking” areas on the east side of South Delaware Street (north bound lane) 70 feet from intersection of Main Street, and on the west side of same street (south bound lane) for a distance of 185 feet from intersection of Main Street; and 

WHEREAS, the Village Board members and Village Attorney have reviewed a proposed draft of local law 5 of 2016, which has now been introduced by a member of the Village Board. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village Board accepts the proposed draft Local Law 5 of 2016 that has been introduced; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of the proposed draft Local Law 5 of 2016 shall be placed in the Village Clerk’s office and made available for public inspection; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Village Board will hold a public hearing for consideration of the Local Law on  June 21, 2016 at 630pm at the Village Hall; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish notice of said hearing in the Mountain Eagle, and to post copies of such notice in the manner provided by law.
