Public Forum:  John Bonhotal thanked Donna Jacobs for her 9 years of service on the Board of Trustees and wished her luck with her future.
Mayor Hinman called the special meeting to order at 7:02 PM.
Joe Hornbeck spoke about the ISO rating on the fire hydrants and explained that this has nothing to do with the water and was just a memo as the owners of the Fire Department.  However, the ISO rating has been lowered because of training and other issues within the fire department that are not being met.  Tim Powell is working on a plan to remedy the situation and the Fire Department is attempting to be proactive in increasing the ISO rating.
Joe also wanted the board to know that Bob Lane was injured on the job back in January 2016 and he has been out of work since February 17, 2016.  Bob also went in for a doctor’s appointment today and they admitted him for surgery tomorrow 3/2/2016.  This being said, Joe wanted permission to advertise for additional help pending the news of Bob’s surgery status and his potential return to work date.  John Bonhotal made a motion to actively pursue new temporary help with the potential of the position becoming full time, seconded by Donna Jacobs.  Motion passed. Joe mentioned the culvert on buntline drive and that we need to have a company give us an estimate for the work so Linda Stratigos can actively look for grant assistance.  Joe will ask Cedarwood Engineering to look into the culvert and also noted the his start date would be in 2017.

Catskill Watershed Corporation (CWC), sent a memo regarding updating our land acquisition contract.  The Village has a hamlet designation which means the city cannot acquire village properties.  Allyson Phillips prepared the following resolution, which the board has adopted…

John Bonhotal made a motion to approve the purchase of computers through Performance PC in the amount of $2200.00, as these will be built to specifications requested, which Dell and HP were not able to compete with, seconded by Maryann Dwyer. Mayor Hinman made a motion to hire Kyle Fabiano, a local web designer, to upgrade the village website, seconded by Donna Jacobs.  Motion passed. John Bonhotal will set up a new meeting with Stamford Central School to continue the discussion of the Net 30 Lease for Archibald Field.
The board thanks Ann DuBois for interest in joining the planning board however at this time they are in the fact finding mode of possibly terminating the planning board all together and wish to hold off on adding to new members at this time.  

Nancy Milea addressed the issue of the echo in the community room and the effect if gives during conference calls and asked about getting a rug to put under the table to dampen the echo at the suggestion of the telephone agent Bruce VanZile.  John asked to have Joe get quotes to redo the ceiling tiles with sound dampening in them.  No decision was made at this time.
