Michael Triolo addressed the board about a possible joint grant project he would like to work on.  He was looking to see if the Village would have any interest in putting up security cameras throughout the Village.  The board was very interested and encouraged Michael in the project with their support.

Mayor Hinman called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM. 
Old Business

The minutes of 4/19/16, 5/3/16, and 5/16/16 were approved with no corrections, additions or deletions.
April Treasurer Reports were presented for informational purposes.
Budget Amendments were presented as follows:
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Reid Golden made a motion to approve the budget adjustments, seconded by John Bonhotal.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, John Bonhotal – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes 

Mr. Jack Harmon wrote the board a letter regarding the maintenance of a tree on his yard that he feels should be the village’s responsibility.  Public Works Superintendent Joe Hornbeck went and measured the tree and the property pins as well as took pictures and reported his findings back to the board.  Joe found that the tree is 2/3 Mr. Harmon’s property and 1/3 the village’s property.  Reid Golden made a motion that Mr. Harmon is to maintain the portion of the tree that is 2/3 his and that if the village is required to maintain the other 1/3 of the tree then the village crew is to have the tree taken down at the village’s expense, seconded by John Bonhotal.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, John Bonhotal – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
Linda Stratigos and Joe Hornbeck talked about the sidewalk paver project.  Linda stated that after reading last month’s article about the pavers written by Janet Kirch Wenner and talking to Joe about the situation, they believe the best approach will be to replace the sidewalk and bring it out to the curb in the spots where the grass areas are 3 feet or less.  For areas larger than 3 feet, grass will be replacing the pavers.  This will be a 3 phase project.  Phase 1 – Delaware Inn to Robinson Broadhurst, Phase 2 – Robinson Broadhurst to Tops, and Phase 3 – any other area still having pavers.  There was mention of the pocket park by top’s and putting in a fountain and changing the layout to the entrance of West Main Street at the light.  The whole project plan is to soften the look of the village and make it prettier.  There are CDBG monies available for this project and Linda Stratigos will be working on the grant for this.
The following resolutions were passed:
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NEW BUSINESS

Lucas Flachs presented quotes for an analytical balance from USA Bluebook in the amount of $2799.95 and from Cole Parmer in the amount of $3000.00.  John Bonhotal made a motion to purchase from USA Bluebook, seconded by Reid Golden.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, John Bonhotal – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
Lucas Flachs, Ralph Rossi, Joe Hornbeck and Jonathan Soukup spoke about the brainstorming efforts that are under way for a better solution to the SCADA systems for the Filter Plant and Well House.
Zoning Board minutes were presented for review.

Two applications were presented to the fire department for Dennis and Eileen King.  Both are reapplying and both passed arson checks.  John Bonhotal made a motion to approve both, seconded by Reid Golden.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – yes, John Bonhotal – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes

John Bonhotal made a motion to approve the list as printed above, seconded by Darren Hanway.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – abstain, John Bonhotal – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
Tomi Tompkins, Code Enforcement Officer presented his monthly report for review.  Tomi also spoke about an incident from the previous week and that he plans to put the following message in the Mountain Eagle and The Daily Star as sited by the New York State Codes.
Please be advised, under the New York State Building Code Section 101.2, the provisions of this code shall apply to the construction, alternations, movement, enlargement, replacement, repair, equipment, use and occupancy, location, maintenance, removal and demolition of every building or structure or any appurtenances connected or attached to such buildings or structures.

This means that everyone who is looking to do any kind of work on any building in New York State should have a building permit by law; this includes all roof repairs or replacements.

If you have any questions or concerns, please don’t hesitate to call me (offices listed below) in regards to property within the Village of Stamford, Town of Kortright, Town of Stamford or the Town of Davenport. 

Note: Please understand that it is my job to enforce this law and whether you believe you should have a permit or not, I strongly advise you to contact me about permits, before you receive a stop work order, a violation notice and a ticket to appear in court (fees and penalties will apply)!
Joe Hornbeck spoke on the international pool codes for the electrical system and that our system is going to need an overhaul.  Joe will have an electrical inspector give an estimate for the system and add it to next year’s pool grant request.
Joe also brought up the no parking issues with South Delaware Street on the northern side near Main Street.  Joe will take measurements to extend the no parking area on the south bound side all the way to the railroad tracks.  There will be a public hearing on June 21st at 6:45PM to address the no parking law change.
Linda Stratigos talked to the board about new water grants that are available through the Department of Health.  The monies that would be available to the village would be $2.9 million.  The board decided to have Linda apply for the grant and see what happens.  It’s not a requirement that we accept the grant if it will cause issues to the current water program arrangements we already have set up.
A park use form was submitted from Madonna Staiber for the use of Mount Utsayantha for the 4th grade hike.  All paperwork and insurance was in order.  John Bonhotal made a motion to approve the use, seconded by Maryann Dwyer.  Motion passed.  Reid Golden – abstain, John Bonhotal – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Darren Hanway – yes
