Public Forum:  No one present.
Mayor Hinman called the special meeting to order at 7PM.
Mayor Hinman gave Don Ackerman his Oath of Office for the Village Zoning Board.

Tim Powell had a discussion with the board regarding the thoughts on what would happen with fuel tank usage once the merger took place.  The board felt that a gentlemen’s agreement would be made between the village and the rural district regarding all utilities until new accounts have been established for each.  The rural fire district will switch to Wex Fleet cards for fuel use with the exception of an emergency.

The board looked over the Archibald Field agreement and took Joe’s additions into consideration.  Nancy will write up a list of changes and have Allyson look them over before sending them to the school’s attorney to have the agreement adjusted.  

The board reviewed the water law and Joe Hornbeck’s request to have Joe Decelis’ water services suspended until at which time we can gain access to his property and water meter for an inspection as the water meter has not worked properly for some time.  Darren Hanway made a motion to suspend the services with possible additional fees to the account, seconded by John Bonhotal with a friendly amendment that Joe Hornbeck takes Tomi Tompkins, code enforcement officer and a member of law enforcement with him upon entering the home.  Motion passed.  Darren Hanway – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes and John Bonhotal – yes
 The foreclosure/tax lien process was tabled to await a resolution from Allyson.  John Bonhotal made a motion to approve the tax foreclosure amounts as presented by Nancy Milea and Pamela Hladik (see below), seconded by Joan Hinman.  Motion passed.  Darren Hanway – yes, Joan Hinman – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes and John Bonhotal – yes
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The following resolution was passed:
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The board discussed whether or not the village wished to pursue a chicken law.  They board agreed that we do need a chicken law in place.  Darren Hanway will construct a draft chicken law for review.

Darren Hanway will review the procurement policy to see if any changes need to be made.

The Water Law was discussed for revisions to page 8, letter B.  Nancy will write up the changes, have Joe review it and present it to the board at the next meeting.

Pamela Hladik presented a tax refund for preauthorization for Rite Aid.  John Bonhotal made a motion to prepay the refund, seconded by Darren Hanway.  Motion passed.  John Bonhotal – yes, Darren Hanway – yes, and Maryann Dwyer – yes 

Scott Wells mailed in a letter requesting the board’s support on a speed zone project outside of the village.  The board chose to decline to support as it does not affect the village.
