A snow plowing and lawn mowing clause will be added to the Net 30 lease for the Fire House.

John Bonhotal made a motion to hire Al Vamosy Jr. at the rate of $11.47/hr. as a per diem crew employee, seconded by Reid Golden.  Motion passed.  John Bonhotal – yes, Maryann Dwyer – yes, and Reid Golden – yes
Linda Stratigos presented an opportunity to the board of a possible grant from DOT that would pay for 80% of the project equaling $959,864.  The village would need to match $191,973.  The board agreed to have Linda apply for the grant.
The board gave Joe Hornbeck permission for crew member Jesse Calia to get his CDL B at village expense.

Joan Hinman signed the Assembly Bill support letter to send to Pete Lopez.
